ACIDS AND BASES IN HOUSEHOLD SUBSTANCES

Purpose:

To determine which of several commonly used substances are acids or bases.

Planning:

You will be given a number of household substances that are solids or liquids to investigate.  Plan a procedure that is written in the imperative tense (giving orders) that allows you to determine whether the household substance is acidic, basic, or neutral.  Write it in numbered steps, in logical order.  Include safety considerations, disposal, and clean up.

Design an observation table to record your results.  Include enough space to test eight different products.

Conducting:

Perform the experiment, filling in your observation table.

Discussion:

1. List all of the acids together.

2. List all of the bases together.

3. List all neutral products together.

4. Were there any products that were difficult to identify as an acid, base or neutral substance?  Explain.

5. Is the pH of a substance related to how it is used in the home?  Explain.

Assessment:

Hand in a sheet that includes your name, the date of the experiment, purpose, materials, procedure, observation table, discussion, and conclusion.
